George questioned what we get from belonging to the PA Assoc of Boroughs.  Discussion ensued.  George made a motion to pay the bills, 2nd by Carter, roll call, all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.



Carter proceeded stating that unfinished business from last month which is now finished business is that Hollenback Rd is now paved and completed.  Turned out pretty well.  We have a change order for the additional work we had done to complete it from Terrace Drive to Lakeview Dr. We approved the money for that previously this is just the official paperwork to send in to Community Development, Ceco and a copy for us for $13349.84.  It was for paving from Terrace to the corner of Lakeview and some additional 2A stone for the side of the road.  

Carter made a motion to approve the change order for $13349.84 and request full payment from Community Development, 2nd George, all in favor, none opposed.

CORRESPONDENCE:


Carter said he received a letter from PP&L regarding the use of CFL’s, (compact fluorescent bulbs)and the big concern as to what to do with them when you are done using them, and disposing them properly.  They offered to send us a free recycling kit if we can keep it somewhere in the borough where residents can dispose of their bulbs and then we would send it back to PP&L.  It is free and feels it is a good idea.  Discussion followed.  Carter said he would reply to PP&L telling them we are interested in the kit and the recycling container will be left here at the Community house available for residents.

A resident asked about the recycling of household batteries if there is anything available.  Discussion ensued.


The other correspondence was the two lots that were turned over to the Borough from the estate of John Kielar.  They completed a Deed of Dedication & filed it at the courthouse.  These are two lots on the lakeside of Horseshoe Dr, considered on Lakeview Dr.  A big piece of land is already designated as recreational there and these two lots fit on the side of it.  The lots are now deeded over to the Borough and filed at the courthouse so they are now ours.  Discussion followed.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:


Favire reported that the water testing is over until the spring.  The results were very good this year.


Mayor Warner said he has one concern from a resident George Albeck.  He has been having trouble over the last year in receiving his mail because a person parks their car in front of their mailbox.  He has spoken with them and so has the Mayor and so has the postal officers.  Maybe we can put up a NO PARKING sign there or something.  There are plenty of other places to park, he just chooses to park in front of the mailbox.  Discussion followed.  Another resident recounted his experience with a similar situation where he finally moved his mailbox to be in front of his home.  Discussion ensued.  


Carter said there was a complaint about someone firing paintballs on the backboard of the basketball court.  They were confronted and stopped.


George said she didn’t have any complaints when the road was being paved.  Everyone seemed to be able to get through when they were working on the road without any problems.


Rosenstock said the Association moved the boats off of the beach and they are across the road for the winter.  Karen Boback asked me to apologize.  She was meaning to come to one of our meetings but she has been very busy, but she will be will be here within the next 3 months for certain. Will let everyone know when.  Karen also said that its not a closed door on the grant for swing set.  The issue is that it has to be placed on Borough property, cannot be on private land.  We need to have ownership of the property.  Discussion followed.  The grant will be for $5,000.  Ideal location would be by the volleyball court.


Carter said that we need to have the dam inspected annually and we have a proposal from Borton Lawson Engineering for $1200 plus $100 for expenses.  They have done it in the past.  Carter made a motion to have Borton Lawson Engineering do the annual dam inspection for $1200 plus expenses, 2nd George, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

ZO Sally Horny received requests for copies of ordinance regarding the setbacks for R1 for hearing purposes.  Also waiting for a contractor’s application to be returned, not back yet.

NEW BUSINESS:
 


First reading of the budget was done by Atty. McCormick.

George asked if before we accept the reading wanted everyone’s opinion on the possibility of increasing council’s salaries from $10.00 a month.  Carter said that it’s probably time to review the salaries, there may be a cap in the code book regarding salaries but will check it out.  Atty. McCormick stated that this could be done by changing a line item later.  Jill asked if perhaps we could increase the budgeted amount for recreation a bit.  We will check as to what was spent last year and decide.

Discussion ensued.


Carter said that Jarick was going to look at some of the potholes on Darby, Terrace and Lakeview Drives in the borough and get back to us as to what would be needed to repair them.  Haven’t heard from him yet.  Another issue that was discussed before was the possibility of amending the fees for the zoning hearings.  Went back through the 4 or 5 we have had this past year and the lowest cost to the Borough was $300.00.  The fee is $250.00 to the homeowners and every time we have a hearing it costs the borough money to pay for the hearing.  The original intent was that the fee was to cover the cost of the hearing.  Carter suggested we raise the fee from $250 to $350 for zoning haring permits.  Discussion followed.  George made a motion to raise the zoning hearing fee from $250.00 to $350.00, 2nd by Carter, roll call, all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.


Carter proceeded to open the garbage bids.  Keystone Sanitation was our current hauler and his contract will expire at the end of the year.  We received two bids:

Waste Management for $50784.00; JP Mascaro & Sons for $45948.00

Carter made a motion to accept the low bid from JP Mascaro & Sons for $45948.00 for 2009 garbage & recycling collection, 2nd by George, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

QUESTIONS:


A resident asked what the garbage hauler will take and how many bags.  Asked if he will take cardboard.  Carter said when he has cardboard he cuts it up and places it in a bag and has no trouble, they will take 4 bags or cans of garbage per week.  Discussion ensued.


Another resident asked if we heard anything about the pagoda area issue.  Carter said that Steven Bloome from Borton Lawson came, took pictures and was to get back to us with some kind of recommendations.  They submitted the breach analysis to DEP and when they gave us our copy of the breach analysis they were going to give us their recommendations as to what to do about the stagnant water at that time but we haven’t received anything yet.


Greg Robinson said he was in contact with DEP in relation to the fish-stocking program and they offered to us a lake monitoring program and any educational programs to help the water quality of the lake.  All we have to do is have a hand shake agreement and they would come in and do all sorts of testing like the ph testing.  This would impact our water quality at the lake.  This is available to us free of charge.  They are willing to come in and give us all the education we need.  It would be done by volunteers.  There would be three samplings.  The baseline done in spring, 2nd summer and last in fall. We could get the kids involved and use it as a learning experience.  Greg will send us a copy of a brochure he has.  Cheryl from DEP would come in February or March and give us a presentation.  Council feels we should definitely explore this.


Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Gorge, 2nd by Carter, all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.


Meeting adjourned.
