Schultz believes Penn Lake is, currently, one of the best fishing lakes in Pennsylvania.  Schultz also warned against bring fish from other streams and lakes and putting them in the lake.  Not only is it legal, but it can throw the scientific balance of fish in the lake by adding different species of fish to the lake.

9. Big Buck Contest will be run again this year by Robert Scott, Jr. see him to register.
